Temecula’s new City Maintenance Facility and
Corporate Yard.

Like most areas in Southern California, the
growth in Temecula has been dramatic. Over
the past ten years, Temecula’s population has
nearly tripled to 75,000 residents, and is
expected to increase to well over 100,000
residents over the course of the next decade. In
spite of this growth, however, the City’s staff
and facilities have remained lean and compact,
making the need for this expansion absolutely
necessary.

The project itself will begin with the
acquisition of 3.25 acres of land, which is located in the
City’s Business Park and adjacent to the City Hall. With
this land, the City plans to expand its existing facilities.
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This will involve an initial in-depth programming and planning
phase, consisting of topographical surveys, a geotechnical

investigation, staffing projections, a needs assessment,
development of conceptual site plans, and a final facilities needs
report. Following the programming and planning phase, the
design phase is anticipated to include a new parking lot, a new
maintenance facility, and a corporate yard.

Though the specific future needs and required services of
any growing and vibrant city are continually evolving and
difficult to predict, this new facility will provide the City of
Temecula with the necessary space and ability to efficiently and
effectively serve its community. Not only will this project offer a
solution for the City’s short term needs, but it will also allow for
the accommodation of changes well into the future.

With that said, we’d like to say thank you to the City of
Temecula for its trust and consideration. The award of this first-
time contract is a tremendous professional and personal
achievement for the Richard Brady & Associates organization. *

It will be replaced
with a new state-of-the-art control system that will be equipped with
Programmable Logic Controllers (PLCs) and PC style computers.

One of the
primary obstacles will be keeping the plant fully operational while the
engineers work to relocate the electrical wiring, which was put into place
during the 1950's. But, what project doesn’t come with challenges.
