The sites 
in question are predominately located at Navy and Marine Corps installations within 
the NAVFAC SW footprint. They consist of those sites ranked on the Superfund 
National Priority List (NPL) as well as non-NPL sites regulated under Comprehensive 

Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability 
Act (CERCLA), Resource Conservation and Recovery 
Act (RCRA), Underground Storage Tanks (UST), 
Military Munitions Response Program (MMRP), State 
environmental regulatory programs and other sites, 
which might require remedial action. This contract 
focuses primarily on environmental restoration projects 
but could involve other environmental work, such as 
compliance projects.

As part of the CDM team, RBA can expect to provide 
site investigation services involving remedial actions, 
removal actions, and remedial design. RBA may also 
be involved in performing operation and maintenance at 
environmentally contaminated sites as well as pilot and 
treatability studies.
